OHIO VALLEY BASKETWEAVERS GUILD BYLAWS

These bylaws were approved by the members in attendance at the October, 2005 meeting.  Any future proposed changes should be brought up at the monthly meetings.

The officers shall be a President, Vice-President, Secretary and Treasurer.  Committee Heads shall be Membership Chairperson, Class Coordinator, Site Coordinator, Newsletter Editor, Librarian and Advisor (Past President). The President shall preside over meetings and assist with Program organization and presentation.  The Vice-President shall  preside over any meeting at which the President is unable to be present.  The Secretary shall record the minutes of all meetings and provide a copy of these minutes to the Newsletter Editor for publication in the monthly newsletter. The Treasurer shall receive all funds for the organization and keep up-to-date financial records available at all meetings.  This includes collection of dues. The Membership Chairperson shall welcome guests and new members. The Class Coordinator will be responsible for contacting prospective teachers and organizing programs for Guild members. The Site Coordinator shall be in charge of the monthly meeting site.  The Newsletter Editor is responsible for organizing and publishing the monthly newsletter which shall be sent 7-10 days in advance of the meeting and for annually compiling a membership directory distributed to all members.  The Librarian shall be responsible for maintaining books and periodicals that are owned by the Guild, including monitoring materials that have been signed out to insure they are returned. The Advisor shall provide counsel and help the rest of the board.

A Nominating Committee shall be appointed in September and present a slate of officers for consideration at the October meeting.  Election of officers will be held in November.  New officers will assume office in January.

Guild membership is limited to members who are experienced in basic basketweaving techniques and the number can be limited by a majority vote.

Meetings are held monthly on a day and time agreed upon by majority vote.  

Instructional classes and projects will be organized by the Class Coordinator.  Projects may be offered at the monthly meetings or scheduled at separate class times.  When outside instructors are brought in, members of the Guild will be offered first access to the classes.  Any remaining openings will then be offered to non-members.  Any instructional and materials fees associated with these programs will be published in advance and are payable to the Class Coordinator by the published deadline.  At times the Guild membership may vote to use Guild treasury funds to help offset travel expenses for the instructors.

Amendments to these bylaws can be made by a majority vote of members in attendance or via absentee vote, after the proposed changes have been published in the newsletter preceding the meeting when the vote shall be taken.   Voting on other Guild matters will be by majority vote of members in attendance.
